FLIGHT MODES

NORMAL mode is best for new pilots
or those who want a casual flying
experience. In NORMAL mode, the
drone reacts smoothly to the pilot’s
input for easy control.

SPORT mode allows for experienced
pilots to perform more aggressive
maneuvers. The drone's response rate
to pilot input is much higher for sharper
turns and more speed.

Position Hold uses GPS to maintain a perfect hover. It also prevents drifting when you have no hands on the control- \ j
ler.
