Inserting and removing SIM Card

You may need to insert a Verizon SIM card before you start
using your device.

Your device uses a4G LTE SIM card. The SIM card is used to
store your phone number, contacts, and more.

If you purchased your device at a Verizon Wireless store, the
SIM card is activated and ready to use. If you ordered a new
device, the card may need to be activated before you can use
it.

Section 3. Apps

Managing Applications

The Apps screen holds all applications installed on your
